Sound Snap

Collect pairs of different sound makers;
you might have musical instruments but
a pan and a spoon, a pound in a tube,
rice in a tub will all work fine.

Give your child a set and hide your set
under a blanket/sheet. When you make
a noise can they pick the right sound
maker..... "SNAP".

Take turns - let them hide their sound
makers and try to catch you out!
