
Science:
We will study animals including humans. We will observe how animals grow and adapt over time. We will recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. We will learn that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents. We will identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution. Our scientist of the term will be Rosalind Franklin. 

English: 
We will start off the summer term by looking at fictional mystery texts.  We will examine the style of writing and grammar skills being used before having a go at writing our own mysterious short story.
After this, we will move on to looking at the novel, 1000 year Old Boy.  We will use this novel to continue with our love of reading and to consider purpose and audience in different styles of writing.

Geography  
We will be studying the continent of North America. We will study the differences and similarities between the continent and the North West of England. We will study what We will look at what the Rocky Mountain Range looks like and how they were formed. We will be looking at map direction and 8 point grid refrences while reading a map and using an atlas. 

PE:

ART and DT:

We will be coding computer games. Children designs for their programs will show that they are thinking of the structure of a simple program in logical, achievable steps. Children can make good attempts to ‘read’ code and predict what will happen in a program which can help them to debug errors in their algorithm.
RE: 
In RE we will be finishing off our Easter topic and learning all about Ascension and Pentecost. 
We will look at what is the impact of these events now and then. We will look at if death is end or the beginning. This will link to Bible stories which relates to death. We will look at how people around the deal with death and grief.
